We all know that spiders are capable 
of some amazing things, but no spider 
has ever done anything like this 
before!
 Of course, we are not talking about 
the eight-legged variety, but rather the 
remarkable Spider remote-controlled 
slope mowers, now exclusively imported 
to the UK by T H WHITE Machinery 
Imports.

In a tribute to the original Fiat 124 
Spider, which won the Costa Brava 
Rally in 1972, a crew from Fiat has 
driven the latest 124 Spider on a 
Costa Brava road trip, taking in some 
of Spain’s most rugged and beautiful 
coastal scenery.
